Dear Colleagues,

| would like to call your attention to a very disturbing set of circumstances of which many of
you may not be aware. It has to do with the authenticity of transcripts emanating from

universities within the PRC.

We recently had to verify a student's set of transcripts from ***(4%%%& &) University, and
found that what we had in our office, which looked like an original, with the appropriate
stamps etc., was in fact very different from what was on file with the University. Several
courses had been added and many grades were changed. Additionally, three of the student's
five letters of recommendation were from professors who taught courses that were never

taken (the letterhead was also different from the other two letters).

During a recruitment visit to UCLA, the student was interviewed by faculty members in our
program, and was soundly endorsed for acceptance. Subsequent to our discovery of the

falsified papers in the dossier, we had no choice but to withdraw our offer of acceptance.

In collaboration with the U.S. university where the student was enrolled in a master's program,

we determined that yet another and different falsified transcript was on file with them.

Moreover, we now know that there is at least one operation in China from which the applicant
was able to obtain these sets of forged transcripts. When both of our programs went into the
archives and examined the transcripts over the past few years by other applicants who had
graduated from ***(4%%& & B&), we found them to have two different appearances: Ones that
have the look of the originals that we received directly from the Dean of Records, and the
others that were identical to the forgeries. We are tentatively concluding that other applicants
and yes, even current and former students, forged transcripts; some going back as far as
1992. Needless to say, the student in question was expelled from the master's program

based on the evidence collected.
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At this point | am forced to question the authenticity of transcripts from other universities in
China as well. As a recent article in US News and World Reports points out, there is a

dramatic rise in falsified test scores, diplomas and transcripts from the PRC.

Regrettably, | am now in the process of having to formulate new policies and procedures as to
how we can guarantee that applications from the PRC can be deemed authentic. In the next
few weeks, we will likely consider suspending applications/admissions from the PRC until a
mechanism is in place whereby only authentic transcripts are received directly from a single
responsible individual within the administration of each university. It has been difficult enough
to navigate through PRC applications in light of revelations by the ETS of irregularities in GRE
and TOEFL scores.

Uncertainties about transcripts make this task even more difficult. Since this matter is of such
gravity, | would like this letter to be the beginning of an on-line dialogue whose ultimate goal is
to formulate consensus policy that will send a loud and clear statement to the student
population of the PRC: We will no longer be taken advantage of in this way. Realize that the
maijority of students who apply to our programs from China are sincere applicants who should
not be presumed guilty of such crimes. | feel just as strongly that we must stand together to
eradicate a system that has undoubtedly led to millions of our tax dollars being spent on
dishonest students who have fraudulently displaced the honest ones from our admissions
process. | would be most grateful to hear your experiences, your opinions and your

suggestions.

GPAif it was only average in the beginning)?

8. Have you had to overcome any unusual obstacles or hardships (for example, economic,
familial, or physical) in your life?

9.  What personal characteristics (for example. integrity. compassion. persistence) do you

possess that would improve your prospects for success in the field or profession? Is there a way to
demonstrate or document that you have these characteristics?
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10. What skills (for example, leadership, communicative, analytical) do you possess?

11. Why might you be a stronger candidate for graduate school--and more successful and
effective in the profession or field than other applicants?

12. What are the most compelling reasons you can give for the admissions committee to be
interested in you?

The personal statement is an essay, generally under 1,000 words, which is designed to give
the selection committee a sense of who you are and how closely your goals and strengths match
the ideals of a specific fellowship. In this essay you have a great deal of flexibility on how to
organize and present your thoughts, but you should be sure to cover the following basic points:

v your qualifications for the given fellowship

v" how the fellowship fits in with your personal and professional goals

v" Apersonal statement is generally most effective when it concentrates on:

---an issue or experience that you feel strongly about, or one that has helped to shape who
you are

---a significant accomplishment or contribution you have made to your field or community

PR TR T 2B -

Personal statement is a text one or two pages long, about what you want to do and how much
you are prepared to pursue your ambitions. You should try to explain your interests. You should
connect together different working experiences you have had, to give a perfect picture of what you
have done and their relevance to what you want to do in the future.

In writing your interests you should not be too general or too narrow-minded. It might not be
good to say "I love physics". This is a statement which does not carry any information and they
already expect you to like your major when you are applying for it. Writing something like ™I
have done research on Astrophysics, Particle Physics, and Condensed Matter" indicates that you
do not know what Physics is or you do not have any idea how wide these branches of physics are.
It also shows you are just a student who has been to a couple of lectures and is fascinated by these
subjects, but does not have any clue what they are. A more accurate statement can be
““Considering my background and my interest, | will focus on Number Theory in my PhD". You
might find better sentences.

The personal statement is your only piece of creative writing in your application packet. You
should cover the following topics in it: Why grad school. Why abroad. Why the school you are
applying to. Why the major/program you are applying to. What are your strong points? What are
your weak points? Any excuses for any weak points in your application packet, (low GPA, GRE...
bad grades in courses and so on). What are you going to do after getting your degree? The goal is
to convince the admission committee that by admitting you over others they produce a better PhD
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holder at the end. They love hard working people. They love people who can write well in English.
They are professors and love people who like teaching. They are researchers and love people who
like research. Keep all these in mind when writing your statement. But, be honset. It is very easy
to smell dishonesty.

You may have the impression that if you claim something about your interest, they will force
you to do work on it during your program. It is always good to be honest and straightforward. But
sometimes you are not really sure what you want to do for your PhD, and then do not be afraid. If
you take up something in the beginning, there is always a chance to later switch to other subjects
in the same department. Also, people do not look at your personal statement every day to see what
you have claimed when you were applying.

If you are highly interested to get into a specific university, it is a good idea to prepare a
separate Personal Statement for them and describe why you are interested to get into their program
and how your skills and experiences are appropriate for that department.

You have more than enough time to proofread and have others
look over your essay. If an error slips through, your readers may assume that you are careless,
disorganized, or not serious enough about your application.

Sometimes the same writer who relies too heavily on generalizations will also provide too
many irrelevant details. The problem is that writers often don't consider what is actually necessary
to include, or they repeat points freely.

Example of irrelevant detail:"After a meeting with my adviser, | returned home to think over
the matter more carefully. Ultimately, | came to the conclusion that my interests in physical
properties and mental life would best be explored in a double major of biology and psychology."

In this example, we learn nothing about the applicant from the mention of his meeting with
an adviser. What's relevant are his interests and the decision he made based on them.

Example of redundancy:"The class taught me a great deal about the value of literature. |
learned that literature can both instruct and inspire, and this understanding has changed the way |
read every text."

You also have to watch out for wordy writing. Short sentences are more forceful because they
are direct and to the point.

How to Write a Research Proposal

Most students and beginning researchers do not fully understand what a research
proposal means, nor do they understand its importance. To put it bluntly, one's
research is only as a good as one's proposal. An ill-conceived proposal dooms the
project even if it somehow gets through the Thesis Supervisory Committee. A high
quality proposal, on the other hand, not only promises success for the project, but
also impresses your Thesis Committee about your potential as a researcher.

A research proposal is intended to convince others that you have a worthwhile
research project and that you have the competence and the work-plan to complete
it. Generally, a research proposal should contain all the key elements involvedin the
research process and include sufficient information for the readers to evaluate the
proposed study.

Regardless of your research area and the methodology you choose, all research
proposals must address the following questions: What you plan to accomplish, why
you want to do it and how you are going to do it.

The proposal should have sufficient information to convince your readers that you
have an important research idea, that you have a good grasp of the relevant
literature and the major issues, and that your methodology is sound.

The quality of your research proposal depends not only on the quality of your
proposed project, but also on the quality of your proposal writing. A good research
project may run the risk of rejection simply because the proposal is poorly written.
Therefore, it pays if your writing is coherent, clear and compelling.

This paper focuses on proposal writing rather than on the development of research
ideas.

Title:

It should be concise and descriptive. For example, the phrase, "An investigation
of . . ." could be omitted. Often titles are stated in terms of a functional relationship,
because such titles clearly indicate the independent and dependent variables.
However, if possible, think of an informative but catchy title. An effective title not
only pricks the reader's interest, but also predisposes him/her favourably towards
the proposal.

Abstract:
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It is a brief summary of approximately 300 words. It should include the research
question, the rationale for the study, the hypothesis (if any), the method and the
main findings. Descriptions of the method may include the design, procedures, the
sample and any instruments that will be used.

Introduction:

The main purpose of the introduction is to provide the necessary background or
context for your research problem. How to frame the research problem is perhaps
the biggest problem in proposal writing.

If the research problem is framed in the context of a general, rambling literature
review, then the research question may appear trivial and uninteresting. However,
if the same question is placed in the context of a very focused and current research
area, its significance will become evident.

Unfortunately, there are no hard and fast rules on how to frame your research
question just as there is no prescription on how to write an interesting and
informative opening paragraph. A lot depends on your creativity, your ability to
think clearly and the depth of your understanding of problem areas.

However, try to place your research question in the context of either a current "hot"
area, or an older area that remains viable. Secondly, you need to provide a brief but
appropriate historical backdrop. Thirdly, provide the contemporary context in which
your proposed research question occupies the central stage. Finally, identify "key
players" and refer to the most relevant and representative publications. In short, try
to paint your research question in broad brushes and at the same time bring out its
significance.

The introduction typically begins with a general statement of the problem area, with
a focus on a specific research problem, to be followed by the rational or justification
for the proposed study. The introduction generally covers the following elements:

1. State the research problem, which is often referred to as the purpose of the
study.

2. Provide the context and set the stage for your research question in such a
way as to show its necessity and importance.

3. Present the rationale of your proposed study and clearly indicate why it is
worth doing.

4. Briefly describe the major issues and sub-problems to be addressed by your
research.

5. Identify the key independent and dependent variables of your experiment.
Alternatively, specify the phenomenon you want to study.
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State your hypothesis or theory, if any. For exploratory or phenomenological
research, you may not have any hypotheses. (Please do not confuse the
hypothesis with the statistical null hypothesis.)

Set the delimitation or boundaries of your proposed research in order to
provide a clear focus.

Provide definitions of key concepts. (This is optional.)

Literature Review:

Sometimes the literature review is incorporated into the introduction section.
However, most professors prefer a separate section, which allows a more thorough
review of the literature.

The literature review serves several important functions:

b

o v

Ensures that you are not "reinventing the wheel".

Gives credits to those who have laid the groundwork for your research.
Demonstrates your knowledge of the research problem.

Demonstrates your understanding of the theoretical and research issues
related to your research question.

Shows your ability to critically evaluate relevant literature information.
Indicates your ability to integrate and synthesize the existing literature.
Provides new theoretical insights or develops a new model as the conceptual
framework for your research.

Convinces your reader that your proposed research will make a significant
and substantial contribution to the literature (i.e., resolving an important
theoretical issue or filling a major gap in the literature).

Most students' literature reviews suffer from the following problems:

Lacking organization and structure

Lacking focus, unity and coherence

Being repetitive and verbose

Failing to cite influential papers

Failing to keep up with recent developments
Failing to critically evaluate cited papers
Citing irrelevant or trivial references
Depending too much on secondary sources

Your scholarship and research competence will be questioned if any of the above
applies to your proposal.

There are different ways to organize your literature review. Make use of
subheadings to bring order and coherence to your review. For example, having
established the importance of your research area and its current state of
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development, you may devote several subsections on related issues as: theoretical
models, measuring instruments, cross-cultural and gender differences, etc.

It is also helpful to keep in mind that you are telling a story to an audience. Try to
tell it in a stimulating and engaging manner. Do not bore them, because it may lead
to rejection of your worthy proposal. (Remember: Professors and scientists are
human beings too.)

Methods:

The Method section is very important because it tells your Research Committee how
you plan to tackle your research problem. It will provide your work plan and
describe the activities necessary for the completion of your project.

The guiding principle for writing the Method section is that it should contain
sufficient information for the reader to determine whether methodology is sound.
Some even argue that a good proposal should contain sufficient details for another
qualified researcher to implement the study.

You need to demonstrate your knowledge of alternative methods and make the case
that your approach is the most appropriate and most valid way to address your
research question.

Please note that your research question may be best answered by qualitative
research. However, since most mainstream psychologists are still biased against
qualitative research, especially the phenomenological variety, you may need to
justify your qualitative method.

Furthermore, since there are no well-established and widely accepted canons in
qualitative analysis, your method section needs to be more elaborate than what is
required for traditional quantitative research. More importantly, the data collection
process in qualitative research has a far greater impact on the results as compared
to quantitative research. That is another reason for greater care in describing how
you will collect and analyze your data. (How to write the Method section for
qualitative research is a topic for another paper.)

For quantitative studies, the method section typically consists of the following
sections:

1. Design -Is it a questionnaire study or a laboratory experiment? What kind of
design do you choose?

2. Subjects or participants - Who will take part in your study ? What kind of
sampling procedure do you use?
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3. Instruments - What kind of measuring instruments or questionnaires do you
use? Why do you choose them? Are they valid and reliable?

4. Procedure - How do you plan to carry out your study? What activities are
involved? How long does it take?

Results:

Obviously you do not have results at the proposal stage. However, you need to have
some idea about what kind of data you will be collecting, and what statistical
procedures will be used in order to answer your research question or test you
hypothesis.

Discussion:

It is important to convince your reader of the potential impact of your proposed
research. You need to communicate a sense of enthusiasm and confidence without
exaggerating the merits of your proposal. That is why you also need to mention the
limitations and weaknesses of the proposed research, which may be justified by
time and financial constraints as well as by the early developmental stage of your
research area.

Common Mistakes in Proposal Writing

Failure to provide the proper context to frame the research question.

Failure to delimit the boundary conditions for your research.

Failure to cite landmark studies.

Failure to accurately present the theoretical and empirical contributions by

other researchers.

Failure to stay focused on the research question.

Failure to develop a coherent and persuasive argument for the proposed

research.

7. Too much detail on minor issues, but not enough detail on major issues.

8. Too much rambling -- going "all over the map" without a clear sense of
direction. (The best proposals move forward with ease and grace like a
seamless river.)

9. Too many citation lapses and incorrect references.

10.Too long or too short.

11.Failing to follow the APA style.

12.Slopping writing.

® | apologize in advance for what may seem an overly pedantic tone. However, | can quite
honestly say that every point mentioned on this page is here only because | have received
multiple e-mails on that topic. Most of this page is basically common sense coupled with
some general instructions.
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Why Have
This Page?

Every week, | receive a few letters about graduate school at
Princeton. If | had the time to answer all of these letters in great
detail, 1 would. However, that's not really possible for a variety of
reasons, so I've put together this page to save me (and you) some
time. Having read this page demonstrates that you are serious about
your inquiry, and I'm much more likely to respond to your e-mail. If
you ask questions that are already answered on this page, or if you
fail to follow the relatively simple directions on this page, I'll know
that you're not willing to spend time looking into the matter, and I'll
summarily delete your e-mail. If this sounds harsh, it is. However,
the simple fact of the matter is that most of the people who send me
e-mail usually send the same message to every professor in the
department. This a waste of everyone's time, and it usually indicates
that the applicant cares less about everyone else's time than his/her
own.

How Do |
Start The
Application
Process?

Believe it or not, the Princeton CS department has a fairly
well-written page that describes the process of applying to graduate
school. It's available from our department's main web page, under
the "Academics" heading, linked as "Graduate Program”. | won't
provide a direct link here since it's subject to change and | hate
broken links. However, it's relatively simple to find, and it is quite
comprehensive as of this writing. In fact, it contains answers to the
questions most people send me via e-mail, such as

e what about financial aid?
e what are the minimum GRE scores?
e isthe subject test required?

What you should NOT do is often as important as what you should
do. Please follow the guidelines in the pages | mention above.
Princeton has a fairly well-established orderly set of procedures in
place to process graduate student applications. It's pretty hard to
successfully pull an "end run" around this process for a variety of
reasons. The most important reason is that each grad student that
any member of the faculty wishes to admit is reviewed by the entire
faculty. So, the possibility of an end run around the system is close
to nil.

In particular, there are some things that you should not do:
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e do not pit professors against each other - Too often, some
applicant decides to ask several professors leading
guestions and then tries to compare their responses. It's
usually considered impolite at the least, and manipulative at
the worst. Put another way - if you don't act in good faith
during your application process, why should anyone
believe that you'll be any better once admitted?

e do not pit schools against each other - If you ask me for an
opinion about a school, | may give it, and it will often be
frank. If you decide to then forward that message to
someone at that school and ask for their rebuttal, you'll
have two annoyed professors on your hands. Again, this
goes back to the issue of acting in good faith.

e please do not send me your application, resume,
application materials, etc. - | have no power to do anything
in between meetings of the graduate admissions committee,
and even if | did, Princeton's CS department does not
accept graduate students mid-year. To avoid confusing the
process, the simplest approach is to send your application
along with supporting documents through the official
channels at the appropriate time. If you have a specific
question you'd like addressed, ask it. However, if you just
send along a resume, | have no idea what you want done
with it. If you want to know what your chances are of
getting into Princeton, see the answers below or read the
FAQ mentioned above.

e do not send me large attachments in e-mail - | use an
old-fashioned text e-mail program, and handling
attachments is annoying. If you really want me to see
something, provide a URL. Services like Geocities (and
others) provide free web pages, so even if you don't have
your own account somewhere, it's possible to put the
information somewhere on the web.

How Do | Get
Further
Information?

The answer to this one is "it depends” - if you want further
information about a particular professor's research, write directly to
that professor. If the information is about the program itself, write
to the department's graduate coordinator. At the time of this writing,
that person is Melissa Lawson. Be nice to her because she wields a
fair bit of power. If you show up at Princeton, she actually holds an
enormous degree of control over how smoothly your life progresses

in graduate school.

HWhat Are My

Hln general, if you stand out among the various applicants, your
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Chances of
Being Accepted?

chances are good. What makes a person stand out is some
combination of the following:

e good scores - GRE, subject test, undergraduate, etc.

e recommendation letters - a good letter that proves the
professor knows you is valuable

e experience - if you have some interesting experience that
works in your favor, tell us

o few felony convictions - while jail time is always a crowd
pleaser, so is stability

o following directions - really. An amazing large number of
people can't seem to fill out their forms properly, and if you
are one of the few who follow directions, you're already
one step ahead of the game

Some of the things that don't help include

e cash - we don't care if you can pay for grad school, because
we don't charge you for it

e name-dropping - unless the people you name are writing
your thesis, they'll be of little help in school

e being obnoxious - there's far too little time in the world to
deal with truly obnoxious people. If you unduly harass the
administrative staff, we will hear about it. If you harass the
professors, you're probably not too bright. If you decide to
nit-pick the e-mail responses from professors who answer
questions about the application process, then you're really
not too bright.

Are You Taking
New Students?

Yes, | am currently taking students, and | do have funding for them.
The areas of my research are described on my home page, and my
current research is some extrapolation of what's written there. I am
only interested in PhD students - if you want a MS only, I'm not the
right choice for your advisor. When | state that 1 am accepting
students, this does not imply that | admit anyone directly. So, the
process of becoming my student is the following: apply to the
graduate program in general, get accepted, perform well in your
first year classes and exams, and at some point in your first year,
discuss what you're interested in doing. As I've written above, do
not send me your application and resume right now. Doing so
proves that you're capable of ignoring the instructions written
several times in this single page.

drones. The ideal student for me is some combination of being
bright and being hard-working. Coupled with this is the desire to
actually pursue research, which is some catch-all term for
investigating an area where you don't have all of the answers. 1'd
rather deal with someone who's willing to be a little risky and come
up with nothing than someone who's willing to risk nothing and
comes up with nothing exciting. Research by its nature is an
inherent gamble. However, it's a risk that can be managed - if you
aim for something ambitious, you may not graduate in four years.
However, when you do graduate, chances are that you'll have far
more interesting options than someone who just wanted to get out as
quickly as possible.

That being said, | also want someone who is practical - a working
incomplete system is far more useful than a complete but
non-working system. So, some amount of programming is almost
always needed in order to get your PhD. In fact, chances are good
that you'll do a fair bit of programming on your own projects. Such
is life.
